Thanks for reading me here. | appreciate very
much when you stop to read these lines. Today, |
want to present some elements of a truly Christian
family.

1.- God is present. For the Christian family to re-
spond to its role, it must be the place where affec-
tion and respect for all are fostered. A place where
there is communication in an open and sincere
way and that guides its members towards greater
freedom. A place where the presence of God is de-
sired and sought in all events and circumstances.

2.- ltis lived as a mystery.- That is, where the mys-
tery of each person is appreciated and valued as

it is. The members of this family must believe that
each life is a sacred story. Although sometimes
there is confusion and uncertainty; In it, under-
standing and listening are favored.

3.- It is built on the basis of love. It is living from

a conviction: love, which comes from God, is the
root of that mini-society whose members strongly
bind forever. Its trunk is the love of parents who
seek to live with more awareness and more free-
dom in that love first. From there flows an environ-
ment that generates trust, affection and security.
This love first makes sense of your choice. (Option
to be spouses made from freedom, responsibili-
ty and fidelity). Therefore, it must be valued and
cared for above all else.

4.- From the family, we seek to become “holy”. In
it it is possible to give people “roots to grow and
wings to fly.” The family is a great project that

is built in fragility. Many families feel fragile and
discouraged in the environment around us and live
in fear of the future. They must be accompanied
and encouraged. Other families in our community
are saddened by a broken family project. Together
with them you have to be from understanding and
friendship. The Nazareth family tells us about a life
that is lived in the midst of joys, also of difficulties.

As Christians we must ensure that all our families
are also “sacred.” That is, let the presence of God
define our relationships.

Check Christmas presents for button batteries

Many parents will be spending the next few days
and weeks assembling (and reassembling) their chil-
dren’s gifts, and it’s important to be on the lookout
for potential hazards, including button batteries.
Button batteries are small, round discs used in any-
thing from toys to key fobs to watches. If these bat-
teries end up being swallowed or placed in a child’s
nose or ears, they can cause serious damage — from
electrical currents to tissue burns. Keep an eye on
the power sources for the toys your children get this
Christmas, and consider taking extra safety mea-
sures for anything with a button battery.
