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Dear Grandma

Regarding my homily on Christmas Day, you asked

me about how we came to believe that Jesus Christ is
true God and true man. Now | want to answer you in
the simplest way. In the first communities, everything
was catechesis (from the verb katejéo) = loud percus-
sion. how shocked were the Christians who received
the joyful and liberating news for the first time!! Then
came the baptism and the radical change of life. As a
consequence of that they faced martyrdom and death,
knowing that they were going to “Eternal Life”".

Confronting the Jews ((who asked for signs (miracles)
to believe)) and Greeks ((who asked for wisdom)), the
Christians preached a crucified Christ !, scandal for
Jews and madness for Gentiles. As you can see, grand-
ma, Christianity was not a philosophy, nor did it come
to supplant the Greek philosophers. Christ was not

a philosopher either, but a Messiah, a Savior. He had
been born in wonderful circumstances, inexplicable by
reason, but as the prophets had announced. On earth
he preached love among men, insofar as he saw them
as children of the same Father. To the derision of many,
he has died on the cross, amid heartbreaking screams
of pain. He came to reveal and spread his Word about
a Father visible only in the eyes of faith. Not a drop

of philosophy in all this. Christ emphasizes faith: -"He
who believes and is baptized is saved”. This good news
was freely given and revealed by faith.

Christ, the son of a humble worker, did not attend
courses or seek doctorates at the Academy. When
publicans, Pharisees, Sadducees, doctors of the law
cornered him, he emerged from sophisticated ques-
tions with that air of unacademic simplicity of the wise
man. The leper, the fisherman, the simple people ...
were receiving his message, because who suffers and
needs to be saved, welcomes saving love. Among the
apostles there are no great sages: they are people of
the field and of the sea mainly; in their mouths the
most surprising maxims are put: “There is no longer
free or slave, man or woman, gentile or pagan ... Every-
one who wishes will be one in Christ the Lord.” Jesus
came to defend the radical dignity of the human being
(the Father’s imprint on us) and he never used philos-
ophy, nor was all of it academically based. Next week |
will write to you about all the heresies that have arisen
from the need to explain to others the mysteries of
our faith.

Estimados Feligreses:

Al respecto de mi homilia en el dia de Navidad, me
preguntabas sobre como llegamos a creer que Jesu-
cristo es verdadero Dios y verdadero hombre. Quie-
ro ahora responderte de la manera mas sencilla. En

las primeras comunidades todo era catequesis (del
verbo katejéo) = golpe que resuena, percusion: asi

de impactados quedaban los cristianos que recibian
por primera vez la noticia alegre y liberadora. Luego,
venia el bautismo y el cambio radical de vida. Como
consecuencia de eso afrontaban el martirio y la muer-
te, sabiendo que iban a la “Vida”. Frente a los judios
gue para creer pedian sefales (milagros) y frente a los
griegos que pedian sabiduria, los cristianos predicaban
un jCristo crucificado!, escandalo para judios y locura
para gentiles. Como ves, tia, el cristianismo no fue
una filosofia, ni vino a suplantar a los filésofos griegos.
Cristo tampoco fue un filésofo, sino un Mesias, un
Salvador. Habia nacido en circunstancias maravillosas,
inexplicables por la razén, pero como lo habian anun-
ciado los profetas. Sobre la tierra predicé amor entre
los hombres, en la medida en que los veia como hijos
de un mismo Padre. Para mofa de muchos ha muerto
en la cruz, entre desgarradores gritos de dolor. Vino a
revelar y esparcir Su palabra a cerca de un Padre visible
solo a los ojos de la fe. Ni una gota de filosofia en todo
esto. Cristo hace hincapié en la fe: El que cree y se
bautiza se salva. Esta buena nueva fue dada gratuita-
mente y revelada por la fe. Cristo, hijo de un humilde
obrero, no asistié a cursos ni buscé doctorados en la
Academia. Cuantas veces lo acorralaron publicanos,
fariseos, saduceos, doctores de la ley, tantas otras
veces saldra de las preguntas sofisticadas con ese aire
de sencillez poco académica del hombre sabio. El
leproso, el pescador, el pueblo sencillo... era la que iba
a recibir su mensaje, pues en quien sufre y necesita ser
salvado da la acogida al amor salvador. No hay entre
los apdstoles grandes sabios: son gentes del campo

y de la mar principalmente; en sus bocas son puestas
las maximas mas sorprendentes: -"Ya no hay libre ni
esclavo, hombre ni mujer, gentil ni pagano... Todo el
que lo desee sera uno en Cristo el Sefior”. Jesus vino a
la defensa de la dignidad radial del ser humano (huella
en nosotros del Padre) y nunca uso la filosofia, ni todo
ello fue fundamentado académicamente. La proxima
semana te escribiré de todas las herejias surgidas a
partir de la necesidad de explicar a otros los misterios
de la nuestra fe.

Check your child’s backpack

As you and your children prepare for their return to
school after Christmas break, make sure they are not
carrying too much around in their backpacks. Backpacks
that are too heavy can cause problems like neck or
back pain, or poor posture. The American Chiropractic
Association (ACA) recommends that a child’s backpack
weigh no more than 5-10% of the child’s body weight.
Help your children by ensuring that they wear their
backpacks correctly, with both straps over the shoul-
ders, and that they are only carrying what they need. If
you have concerns about the load your child is carrying,
reach out to a teacher or school staff to discuss what
should and should not be coming home every day. For
more information, visit nsc.org/community-safety/safe-
ty-topics/child-safety/backpack-safety-for-kids.
