Dear Parishioners:

The Palm Sunday Gospel is always the narration of
the Passion of Jesus from one of the three Synoptic
Gospels. On Good Friday the story of the Passion is
always read again, but John's version. This year we are
offered Luke's version of the final days of Jesus.

During his Gospel, Lucas have presented us Jesus
sowing mercy as a way to fight against evil. However,
evil always has one last card: death. Death is a con-
stant enemy of the human being because it wants to
impose its fear on us: it says: live and enjoy without
looking at others... at the end everything ends with
me!.

The story of the Passion tells us how Jesus faces the
decisive battle against evil and his intimidating arm,
which is death. Jesus says it clearly: no one takes my
life, but | give it up because | want to (Jn 10,18). Yes,
Jesus says to evil and death: | lay down my life; you
don't take it from me! Each scene in the Passion nar-
rative is a self-emptying by Jesus: He divests himself
of defending himself, freely disposes of the word,
of the clothes, of protecting himself, of his confort
and peace.... Everything is detached, everything is
stripped, everything is freely given away because He
wants. And finally, he detaches himself from Life. At
that moment, the fear of death comes to an end. It
seems that death finished with Jesus. But, if you don't
forget to come to the Easter Vigil, you will see that all
is not lost. You will find the power of God over death.
Happy and profitable Easter!

El evangelio del Domingo de Ramos siempre es el relato
de la Pasién de Jesus de uno de los tres evangelios si-
nopticos. El Viernes Santo siempre se lee de nuevo el re-
lato de la Pasién pero la version de Juan. Este afo se nos
propone la version de Lucas de los dias finales de Jesus.

Lucas nos has presentado durante su evangelio a Jesus
sembrando el bien como forma de acabar contra el mal
en la vida. Sin embargo, el mal siempre tiene una ulti-
ma carta guardada: la muerte. La muerte es un enemigo
constante del ser humano porque quiere imponernos su
miedo: jvive y disfruta sin mirar a los demas... al final
todo se acaba conmigo, dice la muerte.

El relato de la Pasién nos narra cémo Jesus afronta la
batalla decisiva contra el mal y su brazo intimidante que
es la muerte. Jesus lo dice claramente: nadie me quita
la vida, sino que yo la entrego porque quiero (Jn 10,18).
Si, Jesus le dice al mal y a la muerte: jyo entrego mi vida;
tu no me la quitas! Cada escena del relato de la Pasién
es un despojamiento que hace Jesus de algo voluntaria-
mente; se despoja de defenderse, de la palabra, de las
vestiduras, de protegerse de los latigazos, de no sufrir....
De todo se desprende, de todo se despoja, de todo se
desnuda porque El quiere. Y finalmente, se desprende
de la Vida. En ese momento, el miedo que a la muerte
llega a su fin. Parece ser que la muerte acabé con Jesus.
Pero, si no te olvidas de venir a la Vigilia Pascual, veras
que no todo esta perdido. Encontraras el poder de Dios
sobre la muerte. jFeliz y provechosa Semana Santa!
