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Dear Parishioners:

It is vitally important that Catholics and others have an accurate understanding of how these vaccines are
viewed from the perspective of moral doctrine and Catholic tradition. The Vatican’s doctrinal office, the Congre-
gation for the Doctrine of the Faith (CDF), has determined that it is “morally acceptable” for Catholics to receive
these vaccines against the COVID-19 virus. His determination is deeply rooted in the Catholic moral tradition.

Although the development and production of SOME vaccines were based on cells obtained from TWO fetuses
that were aborted more than 50 years ago, the Pfizer and Moderna vaccines were developed using a different
technology that relies on ribonucleic acid (RNA) from own virus. Although the vaccines have been tested using
compromised cell lines, this does not establish a connection between the vaccine recipient and abortion. Conse-
qguently, the use of these vaccines is ethically correct (including AstraZeneca and Johnson & Johnson).

A recipient of these COVID-19 vaccines, developed from said cell lines, is NOT morally complicit in the original
abortions (from 50 years ago !!). Using the vaccine will NOT lead to others to abortion. Since it is impossible to
influence an act that occurred in the past, a recipient of the COVID-19 vaccines, developed from the cell lines

in question, cannot influence or contribute anything in relation to the original abortions. Furthermore, simply
knowing the origin of the cell lines does not mean that one intends to abort. Therefore, a recipient of the vaccine
neither endorses nor intends the original abortions, nor does he contribute materially to them. Clearly, all the
recipient is trying to do is prevent disease and save lives. This includes protecting countless pregnant women
from contracting COVID-19, who will be able to safely carry their unborn babies to term. Receiving COVID-19
vaccines does not lead people to seek abortions. Researchers who develop or use these types of cell lines do so
because they see no link between abortion and their work in developing safe and effective vaccines.

On December 21, 2020, the Vatican’s doctrinal office, the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith (CDF),
issued a statement noting that it is “morally acceptable” for Catholics to receive vaccines against COVID-19: “All
Vaccines recognized as clinically safe and effective can be used with a clear conscience, with the knowledge that
their use does not constitute a formal cooperation with the abortion from which the cells used in the production
of vaccines are derived “.." the morality of the Vaccination depends not only on the duty to protect one’s own
health, but also on the duty to seek the common good ”. If some of the faithful decide not to receive the vaccine
for reasons of conscience, the Vatican says that those people “must do everything possible to avoid ... becoming

carriers of the contagion agent.” Pray for the end of this horrific pandemic.

Estimados feligreses:

Es de vital importancia que los catdlicos y otros tengamos una comprension exacta de cémo estas vacunas

son vistas desde la perspectiva de la doctrina moral y la tradicion catdlica. La oficina doctrinal del Vaticano, la
Congregacion para la Doctrina de la Fe (CDF), ha determinado que es “moralmente aceptable” para los catélicos
recibir estas vacunas contra el virus COVID-19. Su determinacién esta profundamente arraigada en la tradiciéon
moral catélica.

Aunque el desarrollo y la produccién de ALGUNAS vacunas se hicieron a base de células obtenidas de DOS
fetos que fueron abortados hace mas de 50 anos, las vacunas Pfizer y Moderna fueron desarrolladas usando una
tecnologia diferente que se basa en el acido ribonucleico (ARN) del propio virus. Aunque las vacunas hayan sido
probadas usando lineas celulares comprometidas, esto no establece una conexion entre el receptor de la vacuna
y el aborto. En consecuencia, el uso de estas vacunas es éticamente correcto (incluyendo AstraZeneca y John-
son & Johnson).

te complice de los abortos originales (desde hace 50 afos!!). El uso de la vacuna NO llevara a otras a abortar.
Dado que es imposible influir en un acto ocurrido en el pasado, un receptor de las vacunas contra el COVID-19,
desarrolladas a partir de las lineas celulares en cuestién, no puede influir o contribuir a nada en relaciéon con los
abortos originales.

Ademas, el simple hecho de conocer el origen de las lineas celulares no significa que uno tenga la intencién de
abortar. Por lo tanto, un receptor de la vacuna no aprueba ni pretende los abortos originales, ni contribuye mate-
rialmente a ellos. Claramente, todo lo que el receptor intenta es el bien de prevenir la enfermedad y salvar vidas.
Esto incluye la proteccién de innumerables mujeres embarazadas de contraer el COVID-19, que podran llevar a
sus bebés aun no nacidos, a término, de forma segura.

El hecho de recibir las vacunas COVID-19 no llevan a las personas a procurar abortos. Los investigadores que
desarrollan o utilizan este tipo de lineas celulares lo hacen porque no ven ningln tipo de nexo entre el aborto y
su trabajo en desarrollar vacunas eficaces y seguras.
