Dear Parishioners:

As state and local public health agencies start to shift
their inoculation strategies and ramp-up distribution, |
want share some information with you about the COVID
-19 vaccine. | know you and your relatives have many
guestions about the vaccine and we want to be in a posi-
tion to help answer questions. Information about the
vaccine is coming from so many different directions and
can be inconsistent: emails, texts, and social media mes-
sages from unverified and phony sources are circulating
among us, creating a great amount of confusion in the
public. The BEST source of information are the public
health departments serving our community.

Frequently Asked Questions:

1.- Is the vaccine morally acceptable? Yes, vaccines
manufactured by Pfizer and Moderna that have received
Emergency Use Authorization by the FDA meet the
Church’s moral standards. The vaccine is strongly en-
couraged. PLEASE NOTE: the vaccine is not authorized
for people under 18 (Moderna) and under 16 (Pfizer),
respectively. | strongly advise my parishioners to follow
our public health department or health care provider
instructions to receive the vaccine.

2.- Should we wait for the vaccine before returning to
indoor/outdoor masses? No. Vaccine distribution is flu-
id and unpredictable. If you are planning to attend our
masses outdoors, PLEASE maintain ALL public health
regulations and safety precautions: masking, distancing,
hygiene and other mandated protocols...

3.- Once priests and volunteers and parish staff is vac-
cinated, can we return to pre-pandemic in-person in-
struction and operations? No. Public health officials
have stated that until the population has achieved “herd
immunity”, transmission mitigation measures will still

be required.

4.- Is the vaccine free? Yes. The cost is being absorbed by
the federal government (i.e. taxpayers). If someone is
told they need to pay for it, they should not pay and seek
another provider.

Scan the QR with your cellphone to open public health
department and know about vaccine distribution in our
county Some agencies have added email notifications to
their sites; we recommend you sign-up.

Estimados Feligreses:

A medida que las agencias de salud publica estatales y loca-
les comienzan a implementar la vacunacion quiero compar-
tir con ustedes informacion sobre la vacuna COVID-19. Sé
que usted y sus familiares tienen muchas preguntas sobre la
vacunay queremos estar en condiciones de ayudar ares-
ponder preguntas. La informacion sobre la vacuna proviene
de direcciones diferentes y puede ser inconsistente: co-
rreos electrénicos, textos y mensajes de redes sociales de
fuentes falsas y no verificadas estan circulando entre noso-
tros, creando una gran cantidad de confusién en el publico.
La MEJOR fuente de informacién son los departamentos de
salud publica que sirven a nuestra comunidad.

Preguntas frecuentes:

1.- ¢Es la vacuna moralmente aceptable? S, las vacunas
fabricadas por Pfizer y Moderna que han recibido la Autori-
zacion de la FDA cumplen con los estandares morales de la
Iglesia. Se recomienda encarecidamente que, en cuanto sea
posible, todos nos pongamos la vacuna.

TENGA EN CUENTA: la vacuna no esta autorizada para
menores de 18 afios (Moderna) y menores de 16 afios
(Pfizer), respectivamente. Recomiendo que sigan las ins-
trucciones de nuestro departamento de salud publica para
recibir la vacuna.

2.- ;:Debemos esperar la vacuna antes de poder participar
en las misas? NO. La distribucion de la vacuna es impredeci-
ble. Si planea asistir a nuestras misas al aire libre, POR FA-
VOR mantenga TODAS las regulaciones de salud publicay
precauciones de seguridad: cubre bocas, , distanciamiento
social, higiene y otros protocolos obligatorios ... incluso una
vez que esté vacunado.

3.- Unavez que los sacerdotes, los voluntarios y el personal
de la parroquia estén vacunados, ;podemos volver a cele-
brar las misas dentro del templo? NO. Los funcionarios de
salud publica han manifestado que hasta que la poblacién
no haya alcanzado la “inmunidad colectiva ”, atin seran ne-
cesarias medidas de mitigacion de la transmision.

4.- ;Lavacuna es gratuita? Si. El costo lo absorbe el go-
bierno federal. Si le dicen a usted que debe pagarlo, no debe
pagar y debe buscar un proveedor diferente.

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The Penitential Rite

Standing together in the presence of the Lord, we
acknowledge our weakness, our sins and faults and failings.
But the penitential rite is less about our sins than it is about
God’s mercy. It is not a time for individual confession, like a
mini-sacrament of reconciliation. It is, rather, a preparatory
rite, preparing us to praise the mercy of Christ as we
acknowledge our own weakness. When Simon Peter wit-
nesses the miraculous catch of fish—when he realizes who is
in the boat with him—he falls at Jesus’ feet with the words,
“Depart from me, Lord, for | am a sinful man” (Luke 5:8). We
are like Peter. The more aware of the Lord’s presence we
become, the more awareness we also have of our sinfulness,
our weakness.

The penitential rite of the Mass takes several forms, from
the traditional Confiteor or “I confess” to a litany, spoken or
sung by the deacon or cantor with responses by the entire
assembly. The penitential rite always includes the words
Kyrie, eleison; Christe, eleison—Lord, have mercy; Christ, have
mercy. This ancient Greek prayer came to the Roman liturgy
from the East, and still echoes in many of the litanies of the
Eastern Rite Churches. These words turn our gaze from our
own weakness to the gentleness, the kindness, the forgiving
love of Christ.
